Since 1989, UnitedAg has supported the educational and leadership goals of its members,
employees, and their dependents through scholarship opportunities, and in 2000, established
the Agribusiness Education Foundation (AEF), a 501(c)(3) nonprofit organization that has since
awarded more than $2.1 million in grants to over 1,200 students pursuing undergraduate,
graduate, and advanced degree programs.

EDUCATIONAL PROGRAM

The Educational Scholarship Program supports students throughout their collegiate journey,
from community college to master's and doctorate programs. Through the Agribusiness
Education Foundation (AEF), more than $100,000 in scholarships are awarded annually,
including the top $10,000 Maurice McMillan Scholarship, to help UnitedAg members, employees,
and their dependents achieve their educational goals and become future leaders in agriculture.

VOCATIONAL PROGRAM

The Vocational Scholarship Program supports UnitedAg members who are actively employed by
a member company and are pursuing certification and accreditation programs that contribute
to their professional growth and success in the agricultural industry, with up to $10,000 in
scholarships awarded each year.

Desde 1989, UnitedAg ha respaldado los objetivos educativos y de liderazgo de sus miembros,
empleados y sus dependientes a través de oportunidades de becas; asimismo, en el afio 2000,
establecié la Agribusiness Education Foundation (AEF), una organizacion sin fines de lucro 501(c)
(3) que, desde entonces, ha otorgado mas de $2.1 millones en subvenciones a mas de 1.200
estudiantes que cursan programas de pregrado, posgrado y titulos avanzados.

PROGRAMA EDUCATIVO

El Programa de Becas Educativas brinda apoyo a los estudiantes a lo largo de su trayectoria
universitaria, desde los colegios comunitarios hasta los programas de maestria y doctorado. A
través de la Agribusiness Education Foundation (AEF), se otorgan anualmente mas de $100,000
en becas —incluida la Beca Maurice McMillan, la de mayor cuantia, dotada con $10,000— para
ayudar a los miembros de UnitedAg, a sus empleados y a sus dependientes a alcanzar sus
objetivos educativos y convertirse en futuros lideres del sector agricola.

PROGRAMA VOCATIONAL
