
The speech he gave called “We choose 
to go to the Moon” became famous. 
His rousing line in the address was 
this:

We choose to go to the Moon! We choose 
to go to the Moon. We choose to go to 
the Moon in this decade and do the other 
things, not because they are easy, but 
because they are hard. 

I shared the last line of President JFK’s 
speech with our employees to empha-
size how this related to what we do 
at UnitedAg. We often talk about em-
pathy and how it aligns with our ap-
proach to healthcare. 

But until now, I hadn’t explicitly an-
swered the follow-up question: 

Why us? Why now?

The answer is in JFK’s line. “I do it, 
not because it’s easy, but because it’s 
hard.” 

But why take the hard road? Health-
care is so difficult to change that it’s 
hard to believe we will even make a 
difference. Healthcare has been stuck 
in this systematic, cold, un-empathetic 

way for a long time. This statement is 
still true for those who aren’t on a Uni-
tedAg health plan.

I thought about why I do the hard 
things in life.  

A couple of years ago, I took a long 
hike to see Machu Picchu. It was four 
and a half days long and challenging 
for me. 

I was able to hike Machu Picchu (even 
though it was hard) for a simple rea-
son. Because the trails were already 
there, others have gone up the same 
path, which is how you know it’s pos-

sible. I did the hard thing of hiking to 
Machu Picchu because I knew it was 
possible. 

It’s a truism that things are often im-
possible until they are not. Going to 
the Moon seemed impossible. Then, 
astronauts went up to the Moon and 
made those permanent footsteps on 
the lunar surface. That made it easier 
for everybody else to go. 

And that’s what UnitedAg is trying to 
do. We are trying to make it possible 
for a newer, better version of health-
care. Healthcare that lives up to its 
name and cares. 

We may be taking one small step for 
a company, but we are trying to take 
a huge step for healthcare. What we 
are trying to do is create and discov-
er those trails. We are trying to leave 
those big footsteps, so it’s not as hard 
for those that may come after us. It’s 
not impossible anymore. 

All they have to do is walk in the foot-
steps we’ve already made.

California Legislative Updates 
from Kahn, Soares & Conway, LLP 

The California Independent Redistricting Commission 
just wrapped up its once every 10-year job of redraw-
ing the Assembly, Senate, Board of Equalization and 
Congressional district lines.  As you may recall, voters 
stripped the Legislature of this authority via initiative in 
2008.  This round of redistricting occurs just two years 
before the class of 2012 is forced out of Legislature due 
to term limits.  

The Class of 2012 was the first elected under the 12-year 
term limit rules and includes 35 members whose legis-
lative career will come to an end, including the Presi-
dent Pro Tem of the Senate, the 
Speaker and the Minority Lead-
er of the Assembly. These term 
limits and the redrawing of 
lines are no doubt forcing many 
members to think about their 
next career move.  

We have already seen three 
members (Assembly Members 
C. Garcia, Mullin and Salas and 
Senator Kamlager) announce a run for Congress, where 
there are no term limits. Assembly Member Levine will 
forego his last two years to challenge existing Insurance 
Commissioner Ricardo Lara. Assembly Members Bonta 
and Chau have accepted appointments to other offices 
resulting in resignation from the Assembly.  Assembly 
Member Bloom and Senator Stern have announced 
campaigns for LA County Supervisor. And, Assembly 
Member Jim Frazier resigned, effective December 31, 
forgoing his last two years.

The new lines also have several incumbents located in 
the same district.  Unlike Congress, members of the 
State Legislature reside within the district they repre-
sent.  This means that members are now deciding to 
either move into a neighboring district or run against a 
colleague.   Both are likely to happen in 2022.   
 

The Governor will also be on the ballot in 2022.  How-
ever, after defeating a recall by more than 20 points 
and entering the 2022-23 fiscal year with an estimated 
$25 billion surplus, his odds of being reelected without 
much of a challenge are very high. 

2022 will be an active year for initiatives.  More than 40 
initiatives have been submitted to the Attorney Gener-
al’s office for title and summary.  

The topics include private attorney general (PAGA) re-
form, sports wagering, water, commercial property tax-

es, single-use plastics, electric 
vehicles, and union reform.  A 
much smaller number will ulti-
mately proceed with the costly 
effort of gathering signatures 
and ultimately campaigning 
before the voters.  However, 
we will likely see between 8-10 
initiatives on the ballot in No-
vember 2022. 

Legislature is moving!  That’s right, the annex building 
that houses the Governor, Lieutenant Governor, most 
legislative offices, and several hearing rooms is sched-
uled to be demolished this year and rebuilt over the 
next 3-5 years.  In the meantime, all legislative offices 
will move to a new building two blocks south of the 
Capitol.  Rumblings from legislative staff will make you 
believe that while everyone is happy about the annex 
being replaced, no one is happy with the new space.  
Most Democrats will see their office space downsized.  
Conference rooms will be few and far between.  And the 
clincher, staff will no longer be able to leave the Senate 
and Assembly Chambers and walk directly to their of-
fice. 

All these occurrences happening at the same time will 
make 2022 a year to remember.  

Even-numbered years add another level of chaos in Sacramento. That is even 
more true when the year ends with the number 2.  

2022 will be an active year 
for initiatives.

Don’t Be Left in the Dark 
Understanding Cal/OSHA’s Outdoor Hours of Darkness Standard
During the winter months when the 
daylight hours are limited, many 
farming operations and their crews 
begin work before the sun rises and 
are still out working when the sun is 
setting. While some level of addition-
al lighting has been 
the norm during those 
morning and early 
evening hours, as of 
July 2020 the State of 
California began en-
forcing a regulation 
that specifically gov-
erns how much light-
ing is required and 
the kinds of reflective 
clothing needed to 
protect anyone work-
ing at night in an agri-
cultural environment. 

There are three spe-
cific areas within the 
rule that growers must be aware of:

•	 Lighting
•	 Personal protective equipment
•	 Training

Lighting requirements vary by 
task
The rule includes a matrix detailing 
how much lighting is mandated de-
pending upon the task, which can be 
found below. Lighting is measured 
in candle feet, which defines the 
amount of light in a 360-degree cir-
cle from where someone is working. 
Cal/OSHA specifies that light mea-
surements are recorded 30 inches 
off the ground.

It is highly recommended that you in-
vest in a light meter and ensure the 

steps you’ve taken to mitigate this 
risk are working. Cal/OSHA has ap-
proved the use of light meters pro-
vided by three different companies 
– Davis, SPER and Extech.

Reflective clothing a must
The rule also requires growers to pro-
vide workers with any personal pro-
tective equipment they need when 
working at night. Such equipment 
may include hardhats with lamps or 
Class 2 high visibility reflective cloth-
ing such as shirts, vests and jackets.  
Any vehicles that will be used at night 
– trucks, tractors, forklifts, sweepers, 
ATVs and UTVs – must have proper 
headlights and taillights.  

Nightly safety training mandated
Training is a major component of 
the night-time regulations. Before 
each work shift begins, employers 
are required to ensure that employ-
ees know where drinking water is 
stationed; what areas are designat-
ed for hand washing, rest and meal 
breaks, and parking; and what haz-
ards exist (canals, irrigation equip-
ment, roads, and areas where trucks 

and equipment might be, as well as 
their traffic patterns).

Cal/OSHA has the authority to make 
unannounced inspections of work-
places to see if the new regulations 

are being followed. 
Fines start at a few hun-
dred dollars per viola-
tion per worker per shift 
– meaning they could 
add up quickly for grow-
ers out of compliance.

To help growers under-
stand and comply with 
this new rule, AgSafe 
created a training video 
that is available on their 
website.  Also on their 
site, AgSafe provides 
growers with forms 
they can use to docu-
ment which employees 

worked each night, when their shifts 
began and ended, and what tasks 
they performed.
